Checks and Balances with the Finance Committee  
 

Well, with 2009 behind us, and with Mother Nature issuing in 2010 with more snow and cold, just to remind us that we live in New 

England, it is a good time to express our thanks to those of you who have handed in your pledge cards for 2010. 

 

As always, we are deeply aware of the financial difficulties that face everyone.  Economic hardship and struggle are no strangers to 

the Arlington Street United Methodist Church Family.  With faith and creativity, we have continued to rise to meet the challenge. 

 
The budget for 2009 was $124,850.  When we prepared the 2010 budget, we were able to cut out about $3,700, bringing it in at 

$121,146.  Broken out, this is roughly $56,000 in salaries, $43,300 in Conference Apportionments, $13,500 in operating expenses, 

and $8,500 in programs and supplies. 

 

In 2008 we received 36 pledges totaling $88,296.  In 2009, we received 24 pledges for 49,140.  Currently for 2010, we have received 

24 pledges totaling $48,420.  We fund the budget by adding the income of our suppers and various other fundraisers to the pledged 

income.  Looking at the situation might make one wonder how we can fund the budget with our pledges decreasing the way that they 

have. 

 

I think that our income has remained close to the same, year in and year out, but with the state of the economy, I feel that people are 

possibly reluctant to fill out a pledge card.  In case I haven‟t done an adequate job of informing everyone of what a pledge is, quite 
simply it is as it says on the pledge card, an “Estimate of Giving”.   

 

When you make a pledge to give to the Church, it is not a contract, and you will not be billed.  It is only an estimate of what you 

expect to be able to contribute to support your Church.  It is a tool used by the Finance Committee to try to gauge what we think our 

income might be, and it helps us to budget and plan for funding our ministries. 

 

If you haven‟t had a chance to send in your pledge card, it is never too late.  If you can estimate what you expect to be able to        

contribute, simply fill out a pledge card and mail it in to the office, or simply drop it into the collection plate.   

 

In closing, I would like to again thank all of you who support the Arlington Street United Methodist Church, its ministries and mis-

sions.  May God bless each and every one of you, and provide you with the strength and wisdom to face the challenge.
